Their day 
started early and instead of eating a formal breakfast, 
the workers carried small loaves, goat’s milk cheese, 
figs, olives  in their girdles, or in other containers. They 
normally had a light repast and a rest period. 
 
Supper for the Hebrews was the most important meal 
of the day, and it took place after all of the work had 
been done (Ruth 3:7). 
 
This meal included the family member and any guest 
that was in the home.
